Parrish portrays 

Puncho using heavily textured, luscious and vibrant colors that betray the sullen backdrops and 

themes of our sad clown. The clown, sweet and melancholy, jokes and punches his way through 

his wounded world. Parish’s work begs to be translated into our own lives. Puncho is the clown in 

all of us - funny, tragic and masked.  

 

Mark Parrish lives and works in Brooklyn for ten years now and received his MFA from the 

Parsons School of Design in 1999.  Before that he graduated with a BFA from Atlanta College of 

Art.   Parrish has exhibited in solo shows in New York and Atlanta, GA. Also, in several group 

shows in NY, CT and FL.
